As artists we will be looking at how plants are depicted

by different artisits. We will use different mediums to
create different styles of artwork. We will look at work
by Henri Rousseau and David Hockney.

As Historians we will be learning all about the Maya
civilisation and investigating why their empire came to
such an abrupt end.

As musicians, we will be learning songs to perform at

the upcoming Young Voices event at the O2.

In PE we will be learning yoga and also developing our

netball skills.

As mathematicians we will be developing our
understanding of place value and properties of
numbers up to one million. We will learn about
negative numbers and decimals up to three
decimal places. We will also develop our
understanding of rounding numbers and learn to
multiply and divide numbers by 10, 100 and 1000.

In Computing we will be learning about e-safety
and also using Purple Mash to develop our coding
skills.

In PSHE we will be discussing the topic ‘Beginning
and Belonging’.
